From the Pastorôs Desk    
 

The Meaning of Easter 
People often wonder what Easter actually means, as 
the true meaning of Easter gets lost in the 
commercialism we see in the stores and on the 
television. What I can tell you is that it isn't about 
cute little fluffy chickens, nor does it have anything 
to do with Easter bunnies. It isn't even about Easter 
eggs. 
 

In Old Testament times, the priest would bring bulls, 
goats or a spotless lamb without any blemishes to 
be sacrificed as a sin offering for himself and for the 
people. The blood would purify and make atonement 
(forgive, make amends) for their sins. This was the 
old order of atonement. When Jesus came, He was 
a representation of the sacrificial lamb to take away 
the sins of the world. He was the final sacrifice. We 
no longer have to sacrifice animals to make 
atonement for our sins. Jesus has done this once 
and for all. It's His blood that cleanses us from all 
sin. He was crucified on the cross (the form of 
execution in those days). The sin of the world was 
upon Him, yet He was without sin and blameless. 
He bore it all. This is why Jesus is referred to as the 
'Lamb of God'. He was bodily resurrected (came 
back to life) on the third day. He appeared to many - 
eating and drinking with them. He appeared to them 
for 40 days, then ascended (went up to) Heaven.  
 

Christians celebrate Easter as the resurrection of 
Christ on the third day after His crucifixion. It is the 
oldest Christian holiday and the most important day 
of the church year because of the significance of the 
crucifixion and resurrection of Jesus Christ, the 
events upon which Christianity is based. 
(1 Corinthians 15:14).  
 

Because of the commercialization and possible 
pagan origins of Easter, many churches prefer to 
call it “Resurrection Sunday.” The rationale is that, 
the more we focus on Christ and His work on our 
behalf, the better. Paul says that without the 
resurrection of Christ our faith is futile (1 Corinthians 
15:17). What more wonderful reason could we have 
to celebrate! Whether we call it “Easter” or 
“Resurrection Sunday,” what is important is the 
reason for our celebration, which is that Christ is 
alive, making it possible for us to have eternal life 
(Romans 6:4)! (Excerpts: M.S. Lowndes and Got

Infinity in the Palm of a Childôs Hand 
 

Intuitional and experiential consciousness is crucial 
for children’s spiritual lives. Spiritual insights come in 
gentle, mundane moments; a young child inspecting 
a flower or staring into the night sky.  Experiences 
with nature are charged with wonder and a sense of 
connectedness to something greater than the self. 
 

The Christian story is yoked intimately with the 
natural world.  Genesis tells us that God created the 
natural world first. God’s kingdom started with the 
wild kingdom. Jesus used the natural world to teach 
his disciples.  Jesus redeemed creation along with 
its people. A healthy Christian account of children in 
nature is two-fold: striving to use nature as a 
teaching tool while emphasizing genuine respect for 
creation, and enjoying romantic ideals of children in 
nature while also considering the reality of a fallen 
world and nature’s power.  
 

Take a child outside. The sky is there….always. It 
changes but surrounds us through the changing 
rhythms of the day, the season and the year.  
Darkness follows the day, yet the sun also rises, 
again and again. Nature is the living theater in which 
children learn of their connectedness to what is vast 
and beautiful….and right under their feet.
